SENIOR JAMS 
 
For dancers from age 13 to 19. 
 
ELEMENTARY/BEGINNERS 
 
Basic steps and formations.  Simple dances.  At least 
six months dancing experience. 
 
INTERMEDIATE 
 
Dancers should be thoroughly conversant with 
allemande, poussette, set and turn corners, reel of 
three, double triangles and rights and lefts and the 
other formations contained in List One.  Minimum of 
two years dancing experience. 
 
ADVANCED 
 
Dancers will have attained a high standard of 
performance in all steps and formations in List One 
and should expect to work on List Two.  Minimum of 
three years dancing experience. 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
ADVANCED TECHNIQUE 
 
Dancers should expect to work on all aspects of 
technique from Lists One and Two to achieve a very  
high standard of performance.  This is a physically 
demanding class therefore participants should have a 
reasonable level of fitness. 
 
LOW IMPACT 
 
For dancers with at least four years dancing 
experience but who do not wish to do much 
technique but do enjoy interesting dances. 
 
VERY ADVANCED – LOW IMPACT 
 
This class is for dancers with knowledge and 
experience to a very advanced level but for whom a 
sustained high level of physical activity may now be 
difficult. 
 
EXAMINATION CLASS 
 
To prepare candidates for examinations later in the 
School.

CHRISTCHURCH 
 
Christchurch, with a greater population of 350,000, is 
the largest city in the South Island of New Zealand.  
Known as the Garden City, it has a temperate climate 
with warm summers, cool winters and relatively low 
rainfall.  Situated on the Canterbury Plains, between 
the Pacific Ocean and the Southern Alps, the city 
caters for a wide variety of social and cultural 
interests.  Christchurch also has a modern, 
international airport. 
 
VENUE 
 
The venue for the dance classes will be Villa Maria 
College and various church halls, all within a 10 
minute walk from the accommodation.  All classes 
have wooden floors. 
 
ACCOMMODATION 
 
Summer School accommodation will be in the 
College House halls of residence at the University of 
Canterbury.  Accommodation is in single rooms, with 
laundry, ironing and tea and coffee making facilities 
available.  There are five student rooms per floor, 
each sharing a bathroom, fridge and sink-bench area.  
College House is within easy reach of the city and the 
airport.  For those not wanting to stay in the halls of 
residence there are plenty of motels to choose from. 
 
JUNIORS 
 
All juniors under the age of 16 must be accompanied 
by an adult.  Juniors are aged 16 or younger or still at 
school. 
 
CLASSES 
 
Morning classes are compulsory.  The class 
guidelines (see over) are provided to assist you in 
selecting the class most appropriate for you.  It is 
hoped to place all dancers in the class of their choice, 
but there are times when numbers necessitate 
change.  Early registration will help to ensure you a 
place in the class of your choice.  The Organiser will 

let you know if there are any changes.  Those 
applying to attend class must be prepared to take a 
full and active part.
